Doctrinal Statement

SECTION 1. THE BIBLE. We believe that the Bible, consisting 
of sixty-six books of the Old and New Testaments, was given 
by divine inspiration and is the Word of God (2 Tim. 3:16-17; 
2 Peter 1:19-21; 1 Thess. 2:13); that it reveals man's natural 
state and presents the only means of salvation (Rom. 3:10-
12; Acts 4:12); that it constitutes the only perfect rule and 
final authority in all matters pertaining to Christian faith and 
practice (Acts 17:11; Isa. 8:20); and that it describes how 
man will be judged (Rom. 2:1-3).

Summary of our Faith

“We believe the Bible to be the inspired 
Word of God; the inerrant, infallible, and 
authoritative revelation from God to 
men; the only guide in matters of faith 
and practice.”



• Inspired - even when using human authors, 
ultimately authored by God Himself; the very 
word of God

• Inerrant - without error or mistakes in the original 
documents; completely true

• Infallible - incapable of error; completely reliable 
and trustworthy and will never not be so 

• Authoritative - the inherent right and power to 
speak as the very word of God

2 Timothy 3:14-17, 
But as for you, continue in what you have 
learned and have firmly believed, knowing from 
whom you learned it and how from childhood 
you have been acquainted with the sacred 
writings, which are able to make you wise for 
salvation through faith in Christ Jesus. All 
Scripture is breathed out by God and profitable 
for teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for 
training in righteousness, that the man of God 
may be complete, equipped for every good work.

Matthew 15:3-6,
He answered them, “And why do you break the 
commandment of God for the sake of your tradition? 
For God commanded, ‘Honor your father and your 
mother,’ and, ‘Whoever reviles father or mother must 
surely die.’ But you say, ‘If anyone tells his father or his 
mother, “What you would have gained from me is given 
to God,” he need not honor his father.’ So for the sake 
of your tradition you have made void the word of God. 
(ESV)

Romans 3:1-2,
Then what advantage has the Jew? Or what is the value 
of circumcision? Much in every way. To begin with, the 
Jews were entrusted with the oracles of God. (ESV)





2 Peter 1:20-21,
…knowing this first of all, that no 
prophecy of Scripture comes from 
someone's own interpretation. For no 
prophecy was ever produced by the 
will of man, but men spoke from God 
as they were carried along by the Holy 
Spirit. (ESV)



Matthew 19:4-6,
He answered, “Have you not read that he who created 
them from the beginning made them male and female, 
and said, ‘Therefore a man shall leave his father and his 
mother and hold fast to his wife, and the two shall 
become one flesh’? So they are no longer two but one 
flesh. What therefore God has joined together, let not 
man separate.”

Matthew 22:43-44,
He said to them, “How is it then that David, speaking by 
the Spirit, calls him ‘Lord’? For he says, “‘The Lord said to 
my Lord: “Sit at my right hand until I put your enemies 
under your feet.”’



Luke 1:2-4,
…just as those who from the beginning were 
eyewitnesses and ministers of the word have delivered 
them to us, it seemed good to me also, having followed 
all things closely for some time past, to write an orderly 
account for you, most excellent Theophilus, that you 
may have certainty concerning the things you have been 
taught.

1 Corinthians 14:37,
If anyone thinks that he is a prophet, or spiritual, he 
should acknowledge that the things I am writing to you 
are a command of the Lord.
